Part Four:
Activities of the National Committee

1.
Active Participation in the Activities of IGCP Secretariat and IGCP Scientific Board

1) Attending the 39th Session of IGCP Scientific Board: A Chinese delegation of 9 people led by Prof. Dong Shuwen, Secretary-General of the China National Committee for IGCP (CNC for IGCP), attended the 39th Session of IGCP Scientific Board held on Feb. 16-18, 2011 at the UNESCO Headquarters. The other 8 delegates were Prof. Long Changxing, Member of GGN Bureau and Director-General of Institute of Geomechanics, Chinese Academy of Geological Sciences (CAGS), Mr. He Kaitao, Division Director, Department of Science and Technology & International Cooperation, Ministry of Land and Resources of China (MLR), Mr. Jiang Shijin, Division Director of International Cooperation, China Geological Survey (CGS), Mr. Wang Wei, Division Chief of Secretariat, CNC for IGCP, Prof. Jin Xiaochi, Member of IGCP Scientific Board and Research Fellow of Institute of Geology, CAGS, Prof. Nie Fengjun, Member of IGCP Scientific Board and Research Fellow of Institute of Mineral Resources, CAGS, Prof. Hao Ziguo, Deputy Secretary-General of Geological Society of China (GSC), and Ms. Gu Yanfei, interpreter of Secretariat, CNC for IGCP. Prof. Dong Shuwen participated in both close and open meetings of the Session while the other delegates were present at the latter. 
All the 4 new IGCP proposals (IGCP-589, 598, 603 and 606) recommended by the CNC for IGCP in 2010 were assessed as Excellent and recommended as Accepted and Financially Supported by the IGCP Scientific Board meeting. Finally, IGCP-598 and 603 were combined into one project entitled IGCP-SIDA-598 “Environmental change and sustainability in Karst Systems”; IGCP-606 was re-numbered IGCP-SIDA-600 “Metallogenesis of Collisional Orogens”; and IGCP-589 “Development of the Asian Tethyan Realm: Genesis, process and outcomes” was not retained by the IGCP Bureau because of insufficient budget allocation of the year.
It is worth mentioning that the 2010 Annual Report of China National Committee for IGCP was appraised as one of the best annual reports by the IGCP Scientific Board and Mr. Wang Wei, Head of Secretariat, was invited to make a speech at the closed meeting on the function and operation of the National Committee.
2) Recommendation and Support of New IGCP Proposals: 
(1) The China National Committee for IGCP re-recommends IGCP-589 entitled “Development of the Asian Tethyan Realm: Genesis, process and outcomes” which is proposed by Prof. Jin Xiaochi of Institute of Geology, CAGS in cooperation with scientists from Japan, the Philippines and Thailand. This proposal was accepted at the 39th Session of the IGCP Scientific Board but not retained by the IGCP Bureau.
(2) The China National Committee for IGCP supports the proposal for a new IGCP Project entitled “Dynamics of life and climate systems during the Cretaceous in Asia and the Western Pacific” which is jointly proposed by Prof. Hisao Ando (Japan), Xiaoqiao Wan (China), Daekyo Cheong (Korea), and Sunil Bajpai (India) and has been submitted to IGCP Secretariat through the Japanese National Committee for IGCP.
(3) The China National Committee for IGCP supports the new IGCP Project proposal with the title of “Climate-environmental deteriorations during greenhouse phases: Causes and consequences of short-term Cretaceous sea-level changes” which is proposed jointly by a group of scientists headed by Prof. Michael Wagreich (Vienna University, Austria) and Prof. Xiumian Hu (Nanjing University, China). This new proposal is going to be a successor project of the IGCP-463 (2002-2006), IGCP-494 (2003-2006) and IGCP-555 (2007-2010) whose scientific achievements are highly regarded by the IGCP Scientific Board and by colleagues worldwide. 
3)  Recommendation of a new candidate for the IGCP Scientific Board

The China National Committee for IGCP has recommended Academician Zhou Weijian as the candidate for member of IGCP Scientific Board under the theme of Global Change. Acad. Zhou is a woman scientist specializing in Quaternary geology and global change and a Research Fellow of the Institute of Institute of Earth Environment, Chinese Academy of Sciences (CAS).
2. Enhancing interactions and contacts with the officials of UNESCO
The China National Committee for IGCP attaches great importance to contacts with the UNESCO. In 2011, the China National Committee visited the UNESCP Headquarters and a number of UNESCO officials were invited to visit China.
1）While attending the 39th session of IGCP Scientific Board in Paris in February, Prof. Dong Shuwen, Secretary-General of China National Committee for IGCP, paid a visit to Dr. G. Kalonji’s office and they reviewed the accomplishments of cooperation between China and the UNESCO in the field of geosciences, particularly the IGCP and Geoparks. Dr. Kalonji expressed her full support for the Chinese proposal to establish the International Center on Global-scale Geochemistry in Langfang, China as a Category 2 Center under the auspices of the UNESCO.

2） On the afternoon of April 13, Dr. Natarajan Ishwaran, Director of UNESCO’s Ecological and Earth Sciences Division, was invited to visit the China National Committee for IGCP and the CAGS. It was the first time that Dr. N. Ishwaran visited the China National Committee. Prof. Liu Dunyi, Chairman of the National Committee, briefed on the Chinese participation in the IGCP and 4 other geoscientists from the CAGS delivered talks on “International Center on Global-scale Geochemistry”, “Biomineralization：Novel Mechanisms and Future Strategies”, “Remediation of heavy metal polluted farmland in west suburbs of Shenyang, an old heavy industrial city in Northeast China”, and “the construction and development of Geoparks in China”.
3） At the request of the Chinese Permanent Delegation to UNESCO, the China National Committee for IGCP made arrangements for Dr. G. Kalonji’s visit to the Ministry of Land and Resources of China (MLR). It was the first time for Dr. Kalonji to visit the MLR as the Assistance Director-General for Natural Science. On July 25, Mr. Yun Xiaosu, Vice Minister of Land and Resources of China (MLR) met with the high-ranking UNESCO official. After the meeting with Vice Minister Yun Xiaosu at the Ministry, Dr. G. Kalonji visited the Chinese Academy of Geological Sciences (CAGS), where Prof. Dong Shuwen and some other Chinese scholars reported to her the Chinese involvement in the IGCP projects, the construction and development of Geoparks in China, the operation of the IRCK and the preparations for establishing the International Center on Global-scale Geochemistry in Langfang, China. Dr. Kolonji also had a visit to the Beijing SHRIMP Center and the SinoProbe Center based at the CAGS.
4) Prof. Robert Missotten, Member of IRCK Governing Board, came to Guilin to attend the 2nd Session of the IRCK Governing Board on Nov. 30-Dec. 1, 2011. After the meeting, the China National Committee for IGCP arranged Prof. Missotten to make a 2-day investigation to one of the world geoparks in China—the Leye-Fengshan Geopark which is located in northwestern Guangxi. The geopark is featured in two complete large subterranean river drainage systems, including karst windows, underground chambers, paleontological sites and the largest tiankeng group in the world. Mr. Wang Wei, Head of Secretariat of the China National Committee and experts from the Institute of Karst Geology, CAGS accompanied Prof. Missotten during the excursion. 
3. Pushing forward the process of application for the establishment of an International Center on Global-scale Geochemistry in Langfang China

At the 39th Session of IGCP Scientific Board, Prof. Robert Missotten, IGCP Secretary, reported to the delegates the feasibility study he conducted in China regarding the creation of the International Center on Global-scale Geochemistry and the Scientific Board passed a resolution (R-39-1) on the progress towards the establishment of the Center. 
The Report by the Director-General on the Feasibility of Establishing the Center and the Agreement between the Chinese Government and the UNESCO were drafted. However before the proposal is submitted to the next session of UNESCO Executive Board, the draft agreement, which is an annex of the proposal, has to be reviewed and approved by the related Chinese authorities. Now the China National Committee for IGCP is doing its best to help have the document approved, in the hope that it can be included in the agenda of the next session of the UNESCO Executive Board. 
4. Establishing ties with Africa through the platform of the UNESCO
With the help of Prof. Alfred Kröner from Universitaet Mainz, Germany the China National Committee got in touch with Dr. Sadrack Felix Toteu, Program Specialist in Earth Sciences, UNESCO Nairobi Office. 
Arranged by the IGCP Secretariat and the Chinese Permanent Delegation to UNESCO, Secretary-General Dong Shuwen met with Dr. S. F. Toteu while attending the 39th Session of the IGCP Board in February in Paris. They discussed the possibility of cooperation between China and African countries in the field of Earth sciences.
At the invitation of the China National Committee for IGCP and the CAGS, Dr. S. F. Toteu paid a visit to China on April 12-18, 2011. During the trip, he met with officials from the Ministry of Land and Resources of China (MLR), Ministry of Science and Technology of China (MOST), China Geological Survey (CGS) and the CAGS, and visited the Lushan Global Geopark in eastern China’s Jiangxi Province. Both sides reached a consensus on the issues including: 

1) Both sides promote the protection of geological heritage and the establishment of geoparks in African countries;

2) UNESCO Nairobi side will actively promote among African geological surveys the potentials of China in geochemical mapping and, as appropriate, facilitate contacts between both parties. 

3) Both sides will jointly apply for Postdoctoral Programme for African Researchers of China-Africa Science and Technology Partnership Program (CASTEP).

At the invitation of Dr. S. F. Toteu, a Chinese delegation of 6 people headed by Prof. Long Changxing, Member of GGN Bureau, attended the 1st International Conference on African & Arabian Geoparks held in El Jadida, Morocco on Nov. 20-28, 2011. The Chinese delegates delivered talks on “the Geoparks in China”, “Economic Benefits of Geoparks in China” and “Characteristics of Lushan Global Geopark and its Construction and Development” and participated in the post-conference field trip to the High Atlas and the Anti-Atlas in Morocco. The Chinese delegates also discussed with Dr. S. F. Toteu during the conference about the organization of a training course on Geoparks for African countries and young African scientists to conduct postdoctoral study at the CAGS.  
It is planned that the training course on geoparks for African trainees will be held in October 2012 in China, which includes indoor lectures and field excursion to some geoparks. Two young scientists, one from Cameroon and the other from Chad, will be arranged to make postdoctoral study at the Beijing SHRIMP Center and the Institute of Geomechanics, CAGS respectively and the China National Committee for IGCP is working together with the CAGS to go through all the necessary formalities. 
5.  Continuous Financial Support from the Chinese government to the IGCP 

Required by the China National Commission for UNESCO, the China National Committee for IGCP submitted a report in June to the Commission on the progress of Chinese cooperation with the IGCP in recent years. Then with the help of the Commission, the 2011 contribution of 20,000 USD to the IGCP was remitted to the UNESCO.
6.  Convening of the 2011 Annual Meeting of the China National Committee for IGCP


The 2011 Annual Meeting of the National Committee was held in Beijing on December 16-17, 2011 and was attended by more than 30 delegates, including members of the Committee, leaders of China NWG of on-going IGCP projects and invited guests from relevant government departments. At the plenary session which was open to all the delegates, Secretary-General Dong Shuwen gave the 2011 annual report on the Committee ‘s accomplishments made in the year and the major tasks for the year 2012, leaders or representatives of NWG of IGCP-507, 559, 572, 581, 591, 598 and 600 made a presentation on the annual progress and Prof. Cao Jianhua, Executive Deputy Director of the IRCK, delivered a talk on behalf of Prof. Jiang Yuchi, Director of IRCK about the Center’s major achievements of 2011 and the working plan for the next year.

At the business meeting which was attended only by the Committee’s members and invited delegates, the submitted annual progress reports of the NWG were reviewed, and the major tasks for 2012 were proposed and discussed as the following:

1) to organize a Chinese delegation to attend the opening meeting of the 40th Session of the IGCP Scientific Board and the celebration of the 40th Anniversary of the IGCP to be held in Paris in February 2012;

2) to help the Institute of Geophysical and Geochemical Exploration, CAGS with the creation of the International Center on Global-scale Geochemistry in Langfang, China;

3) to make preparations for organizing the international training course on Geoparks for African countries;

4) to make efforts to promote the procedures of inviting 2 young African scientists to make postdoctoral study at the CAGS;

5) to make all the efforts to send a young Chinese scientist to work in the Division of Ecological and Earth Sciences Division, UNESCO.

1) The 6th Symposium of IGCP-507 was held in the China University of Geosciences (Beijing) on August 15-16, followed by a field excursion to west Liaoning Province on August 17-20, 2011.

2) The 1st Workshop of IGCP/SIDA-600 Project “Metallogenesis of Collisional Orogens in the East Tethyside Domain” was held on October 29-30 in Beijing.
